Hostel and Nursing Home Accommodation 

 
 

HOSTEL accommodation provides assistance 
with personal care and daily living activities for 
residents assessed as being in need of low level 
care. Short term respite and dementia specific 
accommodation is also available.  
 
 

NURSING HOME accommodation provides 24 
hour nursing care to residents with higher care 
needs. Caring, professional staff are available to 
meet the needs of those assessed as requiring 
this level of care.  
 
 

ELIGIBILITY for entry into all of our facilities is 
determined by the Village Manager, following an 
assessment by an Aged Care Assessment Team 
(ACAT), who can be contacted through most 
public hospitals. A current Aged Care 
Assessment (either Form 2624 or ACCR) is 
required by all those applying for care and 
accommodation. 
 
 
ACCOMMODATION BONDS 
Hostel 

An Accommodation Bond of $250,000 is payable 
on admission to the Hostel. 

St. Hedwig will retain a maximum of $17,940* 
over 5 years. The balance is refunded when a 
resident leaves the facility. 
 
 
ACCOMMODATION CHARGE 
Nursing Home 
 

All high care applications are assessed as to 
their ability to make a contribution to the cost of 
their accommodation. This contribution is in the 
form of an Accommodation Charge levied in line 
with  prevailing legislation. The charges range up 
to $26.88 per day and varies according to a 
person’s assets.  
 
 
RESIDENTS’ FEES* 
for all Residential Aged Care Facilities 
 
 

As at  20th  March 2010, the daily fee as 
determined by the Commonwealth Department of 
Health & Ageing, for low and high level care 
residents ranges from $35.89 to $38.65 for all 
residents. An extra income tested fee may apply 
for those with additional income other than an 
Aged pension. This income tested fee will be 
determined by the Commonwealth Department of 
Health & Ageing.
